STUDY GUIDE: Citizens United v. FEC (2010)
LEGAL BACKGROUND: 
In Citizens United v. FEC, a conservative advocacy group challenged provisions of the Bipartisan Campaign Reform Act of 2002 (BCRA, often referred to as McCain-Feingold) that banned corporations and unions from broadcasting “electioneering communications” prior to federal elections. 
This landmark First Amendment decision, which overruled two prior cases, has ignited a firestorm of debate over freedom of speech and the role of corporate money in the democratic process.
